Precinct landscape plan
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Council is developing the Dicky Beach precinct landscape plan to help retain the area’s identity following partial removal of the wreck in July 2015. 
The landscape plan will inform future precinct improvements and identify interpretive elements that remember the SS Dicky wreck.

Beerburrum Street upgrade
Council will make minor improvements to refresh the existing streetscape and address pedestrian safety issues during the 2015/16 financial year. 
These improvements include reducing the bollards, removing the shade arbours and reviewing the current speed limit. Removal of the shade arbours is a priority due to safety issues (ie. visibility issues for pedestrians and timber failure) and is likely to occur before Christmas 2015. 
Council will consider replacing the centre median arbour with one that does not obstruct sightlines, as part of the opportunities to incorporate SS Dicky interpretive elements within the streetscape and parkland to ensure the strong identity is retained within the area.

SS Dicky Calendar

Council’s 2016 cultural heritage calendar commemorates the SS Dicky. Reflections – Remembering the SS Dicky provides a mix of past and present imagery of the wreck.

Calendars can be purchased from council’s libraries, library e-shop, Caloundra Gallery and customer service centres for just $6, and is also available at selected retailers.

Film tribute to the SS Dicky

The film Time and Tide - The SS Dicky Story was created through the Heritage Levy Program to celebrate the history and stories of the SS Dicky through the eyes of the community. The project was developed in partnership with the Friends of Caloundra Lighthouse and includes stories, images and footage about the wreck.
