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Community engagement feedback
Phase 1 – “Share Your Ideas”
The first phase of community consultation was held in December 2015, where council engaged with a range of stakeholders and the broader community. 
Feedback from a total of 202 people was received, reviewed and incorporated in the development of the draft precinct plan.  
The consultation aimed to gain an understanding of local values, stakeholder needs and community aspirations. 
Where to from here?
Community feedback received during this engagement phase will help council finalise the Dicky Beach Precinct Plan. 
The final plan will be considered by council for endorsement in coming months. 

The 2016/17 funding allocation will be used for detailed design and construction documentation. This will enable council to seek grant funding from various sources and deliver the plan in consolidated stages and condensed timeframes.

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Design proposals
The draft precinct plan comprises a number of opportunities and proposals. These include: 
· Creating new areas to sit, picnic, bbq and take in the views

· Improving the look and feel of the Dicky Beach precinct by refurbishing planting and furniture 

· Improving the pedestrian pathways through the precinct
· Providing a modern public amenities building within the park
· Remembering the SS Dicky by providing interpretive elements within the precinct
· Activating the children’s play area by creating a forest-themed adventure playground
· Reconfiguring the skate park to improve user experience and visual surveillance.
Remembering SS Dicky

The proposed SS Dicky interpretive area is an outcome of the long term management strategy for the wreck.  The interpretive area is positioned on land in a location where there is direct line of site to the wreck site. The interpretive area provides an experiential and informative space where people can read the many local stories associated with SS Dicky.  
Other theming and memorabilia will be placed within the precinct to draw visitors in from Beerburrum Street and lead them to the main interpretive area. These include a custom designed bus shelter and story board barnacle markers to the caravan park fence.
