
 

As part of the final works of the Stage 1B Walan 
Street upgrade, the footpath adjacent to 11 Walan 
Street (the ‘Archipelago’ building) will be completed 
next week. 

These works will involve the removal of some of 
the existing footpath, followed by excavation and 
concreting of the new footpath. 

All businesses, along with Archipelago’s car park 
will remain OPEN and operational during these 
works.

What to expect during these works 

Nearby businesses and residents should expect 
intermittent medium-level construction noise 
throughout the day.  

Signage will be in place to help direct motorists and 
pedestrians into and past the building.   

Pedestrian and vehicle access to 11 
Walan Street, ‘Archipelago’ 

For safety reasons pedestrians will be diverted 
from the existing footpath to an alternate pathway 
and access to 11 Walan Street.  

Pedestrian access will remain at all times. 

Vehicle access will remain via Walan Street or 
Smith Street. 

Please see the on-site construction staff for any 
pedestrian or vehicle access assistance required.
